The Kenai Peninsula Food 

Bank has passed many mile-

stones since I started work 

here seven years ago.  

These milestones could 

only happen with the help 

of you and other commu-

nity members!  Individuals, 

organizations and busi-

nesses support the Food 

Bank by providing dollars, 

donations and by helping 

those less fortunate.   

Staff and volunteers proc-

essed over a million pounds 

of food in 2009.  Much of 

that food could have ended 

up in the Borough landfill.  

Instead 20%  of the Bor-

oughõs population receives a 

portion of the million 

pounds each year whether 

it be at Boys & Girls Club 

or a senior center or a food 

distribution program.  On 

average, it takes one and a 

half pounds of food per 

meal per person.   

An average of 752 families 

came to our facility to ask 

for food assistance each 

month from January to 

April this year.  These are 

your neighbors, friends and 

relatives!  Some may be 

unemployed, working or in 

a difficult economic situa-

tion.

Thanks to the commu-

nity support, the Kenai 

Peninsula Food Bank re-

cently reached  the Cam-

paignõs fundraising  goal.  

Donors, young and old,  

gave $1 to thousands and 

some in memory of, or 

honor of loved ones.   

Community organizations, 

businesses and individuals 

wrote support letters and 

held fundraisers.  Central 

Peninsula legislators sup-

ported the project at the 

state level by adding it to 

the capital budget.   

June 4th marked a mile-

stone for the Food Bank!  

First Governor Parnell 

signed the capital budget 

and MJ Murdock Charitable 

Trustees voted to provide 

funding for the project.  

Grantors noticed all of the 

local support and contribu-

tion.  Due to the dedicated 

work of the Capital Cam-

paign Committee, locals 

funds raised to meet the 

Rasmuson Foundation chal-

lenge grant totaled over 

$200,000 by the end of 

May! 

The construction project 

includes a larger walk-in 

cooler and freezer, addi-

tional storage areas, electri-

cal upgrades, heating system 

upgrades, Arctic Entry and 

improved reception room. 

The estimated cost is $1.2 

million.

In 2009, volunteers per-

formed over 7,600 hours of 

work at the Food Bank.  If 

the Food Bank paid all the 

volunteers minimum wage 

which is $7.75 per hour, the 

organization would need to 

hire three additional em-

ployees and raise over 

$60,000 additional funds to 

help feed Kenai Peninsula 

residents.
